REGULATIONS
1. Gravesites may only be purchased in an assigned order so that concrete beams onto which headstones are to be mounted, may be installed in advance of requirements.

2. Concrete Beams  Owners of gravesites which were purchased before the first of January 2003, which do not have the regulation concrete beam in place, are responsible for the installation of a regulation reinforced beam, to finish flush with the surrounding ground level, and measuring 1.22m width x 500m depth and excavated to allow for 100mm of 24 mpa strength concrete, reinforced with reinforcing mesh. The beam is to be screed off and trowelled to a good surface. All concrete work is to be undertaken by monumental masons, or approved concrete contractors. The headstone and its base to be erected onto the beam, as per the following regulation measurements:

3. Headstones to be a maximum height of 600mm from the top surface of the beam to the top of the headstone, are to be mounted onto a raised base a maximum of 1.22m in width, and no more than 350mm deep to allow for a 150mm mowing strip along the front edge of the beam. Construction to be of masonry or monumental stone (not wood, plastic, or plaster finished with polystyrene or fibre glass). No other grave adornments except for inset floral niches are permitted. All work is to be undertaken by professional monumental masons.
4. Ashes Beam – Ashes are to be scattered or placed in suitable containers in the ground in front of the beam or under the beam to a depth of 400mm. Following the interment, the soil and then the turf is to be replaced and pressed into place, leaving a flat surface. No plants or decorative objects are to be placed in the ground around the beam as this area will be kept mown. Flowers can only be placed in a container which fits into the hole in the beam which has been provided. A plaque measuring 300mm wide x 200mm is to be attached to an angled plinth or mount, measuring no more than 350mm wide x 250mm to be placed centrally to the right hand side of the ashes plot. All construction of the plinth and the attachment of the plaque to be undertaken by a professional Monumental Mason, according to the rules of St Mary’s Church. 
5.  Neither St Mary’s Church nor the Lincoln Anglican Parish Vestry bear responsibility for damage to headstones due to vandalism or unforeseen circumstances. There has been concern in some city cemeteries that vandals have stolen brass or bronze plaques on graves.
6. Refunds to purchasers of Gravesites, Columbarium Wall Niches or Ashes Beam plots ma be made at the price paid at the time of purchase on presentation of the original receipt.
7. It is a requirement that contact is made with the cemetery Custodian, Mr Ivan Norton, Phone 329 5874 to meet with him on site to seek approval for the proposed work, before any work begins.
